Distributing the Awards: A River Valley Cooperative representative will present sponsorship awards to the 
winners at the school’s awards ceremony. A River Valley Cooperative sponsorship committee member will 
notify school counselors after candidate selection. 

 
Funds will be disbursed to the college directly following registration and receiving a copy of the 
completion of the registration. The award is applied to all four (4) semesters of the AAS Ag Degree. 

 
Requirements: Sponsorship recipients must complete the AAS Ag program in person or online. 
Recipients will be scheduled for part-time employment to complete their on-the-job training (OJT) during 
the duration of the program to gain hands-on experience and knowledge. Recipients shall remain 
employed for two (2) years minimum following graduation.
